Sample Codicil to a Will

A codicil is a simple document that is used to amend an existing Will without the need to draw up a whole new Will. The following is an example of a typical codicil wording based on the leaving of a specific property: equally it could be written to leave all of your estate, a portion of your estate, a specific item or a specific amount of money. Wording:
